Bert B. announced that the Family to Family series will be offered on Saturdays instead of Sunday. Bert B. also informed members that CIT will increase time focused on suicide.
Debbie J. spoke at the meeting informing members that Electric Incident Reporting will be implemented in October and she will be attending a meeting in Raleigh on August 31, 2009 in regards to that.  She also spoke about the budget and reported that there will be 76 million dollars worth of services cut in NC and NCDHHS got the biggest cut.  Debbie gave an overview of what the budget cuts mean and how they will affect consumers.  She also discussed Level III and Level IV placements being terminated and what services need to be put in place to help children such as treatment services in a family setting and an increase in clinical services.  Debbie J. also gave an overview of how and why the LBP started and informed members that she did not know if the LBP would be eliminated and that they should continue as is.
