	The meeting was called to order at 5:30p.m. by CC CFAC Chair, LaVern O.  Welcome and Introductions were made with 13 members, 4 guests and 5 staff representation present.

	Updates and Announcements
Updates and Announcements
	The CC CFAC FY 2010-2011 Bylaws was signed by CC CFAC Chair, LaVern O.
Eric F. informed members, guests and staff that due to staffing issues with the Advocacy and Customer Service Section at DHHS Wes R. will be taking over CC CFAC. Due to Wes’ coverage his schedule will allow him to only attend the first meetings of the month.
There are currently 175 provider agencies that have been certified to become a CABHA, Critical Access Behavioral Health Agency.   There are some provider agencies that were denied that are coming back for reconsideration.  At this point every county in NC is covered by a CABHA and there will be maps coming out shortly to illustrate the coverage. 
For MHDDSAS every 5% reduction comes to $35M for the Division, about $22M of that represents community services.  Eric F. expressed that contacting the 46 new legislators about questions and concerns could benefit consumers and family members.  The quorum, guests and staff had an open discussion in regards to budget cuts as to how they would affect consumers and families and how educational outreach to the public is necessary.  A motion was made by Mike M. and the quorum unanimously agreed to forward a letter written by LaVern O. and Lotta F. with the assistance of LME staff to the new legislators.
Eric F. also discussed the 1915bc waiver and Mecklenburg County Area MH/DD/SAS having postponed implementation until July 1, 2012 and Western Highlands Network LMEs will participate in the 1915b/c Medicaid Waiver beginning January 1, 2012. 
The next regional meeting will be Friday, February 18, 2011 at Wake Tech northern campus.  The meeting will be from 9:30a.m.to 3:00p.m.and Steve Jordan, DMH/DD/SAS Director, will be present and plans to attend all quarterly Regional CFAC Meetings.  Topics that will be placed on the agenda are QM, NC TOPPS, Provider Report Cards and technology.

Eric F. also discussed FMAPs (Federal Medical Assistance Percentages) which are used in determining the amount of Federal matching funds for State expenditures for assistance payments for certain social services, and State medical and medical insurance expenditures. Currently Federal monies pay 75% and State monies pay 25%.  There is discussion of having the percentage return to 2 to 1 instead of the current 3 to 1 statewide come July 1, 2011. 
The SCFAC (State Consumer Family Advisory Committee) has expresses some concerns with the LOC (Legislative Oversight Committee) considering that the Republican party is taking over and there will likely be changes.

	Hank D., Area Director, informed the quorum, staff and guests that during a council meeting in Pinehurst he was notified that a 1.9% service cut equaling $284,000.00 for Cumberland County would be made and a deallocation letter was needed.  Hank D. stated that he would attend a statewide Area Directors Meeting for a final determination.
Hank D. also discussed an investigation into residential services, the contract with CFVMC to take over Roxie Detox Center which can be used as a step down/continuum of care service, the closing of Child Respite due to the lack of use by the public and how core services may be cut due to financial need.  He also shared that therapeutic foster care contracts with CCMHC will be terminated and guardianship issues need to be managed by contracting out, using liaisons and/or working with CC DSS.
Mike M. shared that there will be a significant change in Army One Force third party payees which could result in military staff to not seek needed MH/DD/SA services.

Lillie H. gave a FACT (Fayetteville Advisory Committee ON Transit) update sharing that Ron Macaluso will be stepping down as FAST Director and Randy Hume of Austin, Texas will take over the position.  Mr. Hume will be taking a $5000.00 a year pay cut.  Lillie also shared that there are five new FAST buses in the Fayetteville area.

NAMI will facilitate a Family to Family session on February 10 and 12, 2011 from 10a.m. to 4p.m. 

Marcia H. shared that Bordeaux Library at 3711 Village Drive will be holding an orientation session on Monday, January 31, 2011 from 5p.m. – 7p.m. on Disability Advocacy Training Exchange.  It is a program designed to match trained volunteers with people with disabilities who are in need of guidance in self-advocacy.
