	Bylaws
	The quorum was asked to review the 9/23/10 unofficial CFAC Meeting notes for the 3 recommended bylaw changes. Debbie S. motioned and Rebecca B. seconded the motion to amend the last paragraph on pg. 5 to reflect that upon availability a majority vote of a quorum to recommend changes to the bylaws.  Page 1 III. – The quorum was asked to consider that a disability group should not reach over 50% and a motion was made by Mike M. and seconded by Debbie S. in agreement.   It was recommended that pg. 2 C should consist of up to eighteen (18) members and that the number could be increased or decreased to suit the committee’s membership.   Pg. 3 h will reflect assisted technology upon availability of necessary equipment.  Associative membership will also be added to the bylaws.

	Eric F. discussed 122 C-170 LCFAC explaining the duties of local CFACs.  Eric requested to be carbon copied when submitting to the State CFAC findings and recommendations regarding ways to improve the delivery of MH/DD/SA services so that he can offer back up to ensure tracking when responses are made. Eric F. also gave an overview of Implementation Update 80 and 81.  On November 15, 2010 there will be an announcement in regards to the 120 individuals that will receive grant funded Peer Support Training. The quorum and staff representation was also informed that there will be anywhere from a 5 to 15% budget cut in MH and SA services.
On 1/19/11 Value Options contract will end for DD services and there are some LMEs such as Durham in collaboration with Wake County that are prepared to take on authorizations once that happens.

Nay H. informed the quorum and staff representation that the Relational Agreement Between Cumberland County Area Authority for Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities and Substance Abuse Services and the Cumberland County Consumer and Family Advisory Committee was approved with amendments as of October 5, 2010.  The Relational Agreement will not go into effect until all parties are available to sign the document.
Wake and Sandhills CFAC were asked and have agreed to take on the next Super Regional CFAC Meeting and it is tentatively scheduled for early February 2011.

The next SCFAC meeting will be held November 4, 2010.  CABHAs, Critical Access Behavioral Health Agency, will be discussed at 9:15a.m. and public comment will be at 11:40a.m.
