The quorum was advised that D on page 18 (Review the Table of Contents of the Local Business Plan to prioritize the objectives and update the target dates) was now obsolete and needed to be removed from the Strategic Plan.  It was also agreed that the quorum would discuss options on how to address CC CFAC objectives and goals for 2010 at the next meeting as well.
The matter of absences, excused and non-excused, was discussed by the quorum.  Alejandro V. referred to the FY 2009/2010 CFAC By Laws which states that three (3) consecutive unexcused absences will warrant discussion of future membership and that a letter or some type of contact should be made by an officer after two (2) consecutive unexcused absences.

	Eric F. announced that he read a recent article that stated that Governor Perdue would like to restore MH (Mental Health) monies to the NC budget.  $40 million could be restored for MH care of which, as well as 12 million for private hospital beds for short stay MH patients.  The restoration is just a recommendation and has to pass through legislation.

	Information Sharing


	The quorum discussed the 4/13/2010 Town Hall Meeting on MH/DD/SAS at SRAHEC.  Providers at the meeting that questioned reauthorization for SA (Substance Abuse) services were offered an invitation for themselves and their consumers to attend a CC CFAC meeting.  
Joan H. expressed that SA recruitment will always be low due to the need for anonymity and limited available time due to treatment.  It was suggested by staff that tapping into mentors that have gone through recovery and finding out graduation dates for SA programs and sending a CFAC representative would benefit SA recruitment.
Joan H. also discussed transportation forums and how they do not fit with the bus schedule which excludes those that use the transit system.
