	Wes R. gave an overview of the Consumer Empowerment Team Update (Talking Points) 6/21/2011.  On May 20, 2011 DHHS received seven RFA applications and The Durham Center with Guilford, Johnston and Cumberland Counties was included.  The quorum was notified by support staff that Guilford County has decided to merge with Sandhills Center and it was suggested that contact be made with the Guilford County CFAC to find out what caused the change.  The quorum was informed that it was more likely an LME decision and follow up will be made by Nathania H.  It was also suggested that Cumberland CFAC make contact with Durham Center and Johnston County CFAC chairs and co-chairs to schedule a meet and greet.

Wes R. also informed the quorum that Care Coordination will replace Targeted Case Management and IPRS (Integrated Payment Reporting System) alternative service definitions.
