	Updates and Announcements


	Claretta Johnson, Dr. Chandler, and Densie Lucas attended the July 28, 2011 CC CFAC Meeting to present information on the Cumberland County LME Benefit Plan.  Claretta J. informed everyone that every LME has to publish services offered in their catchment area.  Very little has changed since the previous change.  Services are divided by target population and are based on level of care needed and severity of condition.  One new service listed is Assertive Engagement which involves linking services for consumers that may resist recommended services or may be more difficult to provide services for due to homelessness or other circumstances.  Assertive Engagement can be provided by a QP, AP or PP.  Claretta J. explained that MH/DD/SAS are experiencing a reduction in funds and that LMEs must ensure services for the entire year for consumers.  There must be a consideration of need and demand in order for those most in need to receive services.  Claretta J. also informed everyone that there will be a cut in IPRS (Integrated Payment And Reporting System) funding but the percentage has not been determined as of yet.   A motion to endorse the Cumberland County LME Benefit Plan was made by Lotta F. and seconded by Casey B. which will become effective October 1, 2011.
Nathania H. advised the quorum and guests to review NC DHHS 7/13/11 REVISED Summary Version of Implementation Update # 87 and 7/26/11 Special Implementation Update #88 – Selection of LMEs to Participate in the 1915 b/c waiver.  Nathania H. also informed the quorum that Hank Debnam and Claretta Johnson met with Durham LME on 7/26/11 in regards to the RFA and a plan of correction was requested by the State.  Once the State receives the plan of correction a second review will be held.  Future meetings with Durham LME will be held in order to breakdown functions.

	Information Sharing


	Lotta F. and Rebecca P. shared that Fayetteville-Cumberland Parks and Recreation has proposed a referendum to upgrade the complexes in Cumberland County that will cost an estimated $76 million dollars.  The monies will come from an increase in property taxes to homeowners and does not include the cost to upkeep and staff the complexes which will include pools for complexes inside the city limit and splash pads for complexes outside of the city limits.
Rebecca P. inquired if  FAST (Fayetteville Area System of Transit) had a route that went to Field Road due to a proposal by Fayetteville-Cumberland Parks and Recreations building a large sport’s field in that area. Rebecca P. questioned the point of having something in that part of town that was not accessible to people who use public transportation.  Lillie H. with Fayetteville Advisory Committee On Transit (F.A.C.T) explained to everyone the FAST route in that area.  She also informed Rebecca P. that she could contact Melissa at 910-433-1495 in regards to route schedules. Lillie H. also shared that routes 8, 9 and 15 have extended hours and F.A.C.T. Meetings are on the second Tuesdays of each month.
The quorum had an open discussion in regards to respite services. LaVern O. shared that services had to be in a licensed facility and could not be in the home of the client or worker.  LaVern also stated that PBH was involved in some type of lawsuit with DHHS in regards to respite services. Follow-up up with Wes R, DHHS, and Jim Lampros, CCMHC, will be made my Nathania H. for clarification.

Dorothy J. shared that Cumberland NAMI will hold a walk in Hope Mills on Saturday, October 1, 2011 and requested participation from CC CFAC.  More information in regards to the walk will be provided at a later date.
