	Guest Speakers
	Lt. Randy Podobinski with the City of Fayetteville Police Department was the second speaker of the night.  Lt. Podobinski gave an overview of CIT (Crisis Intervention Team) explaining that the program originated in Memphis, Tennessee.  The program is set up to have CIT trained officers available to handle incidents involving individuals with MH issues.  There are currently over 200 officers trained to include SRO (School Resource Officers) with the Cumberland County Sheriff’s Department, CFVMC staff, officers in Hope Mills, Spring Lake and the Detention Center.  There are future plans in the next 2 to 3 years to be able to train teachers and civilians.  There was an open discussion in regards to a drop off center that would allow individuals to be picked up by CIT officers to be taken to a facility and assessed as soon as possible so treatment can be provided allowing the officer to get back to his regular duties without great delay.  Roxie was discussed as a possible site and funding was determined to be an issue at this time.
