Guest Speaker – Wayne Cannon, Clinical Services Director gave a presentation on Cumberland HealthNET.  Cumberland HealthNET is a group of community organizations working together to improve healthcare for the uninsured residents of Cumberland County by connecting them with local providers.  Individuals may qualify for enrollment with Cumberland HealthNET if they have a diagnosis of hypertension, heart failure or diabetes, a Cumberland County resident, do not have access to group coverage or qualify for any government programs such as Medicaid or Medicare, income is at or below 200% of the federal poverty level (FPL) and are between 18 to 64 years of age.  Wayne Cannon also made time for questions and answers concerning the program.
Updates/Announcements/Information Sharing:
Wes R. discussed topics in the Consumer Empowerment Updates/Talking Points as well as reminding everyone of the CAP-I/DD Informational Sessions across the State.  Wes R. also discussed ways to address CC CFAC’s Objective #3 – Make recommendations regarding the service array and monitor the development of additional services.  Suggestions such as devising a communication protocol with your LME and Area Board, formal written advisory comment, contact with Hank Debman, CCMHC Director, or Luis Collazo, CC MH Board Chair.
